Braddell Heights has 108 HDB blocks comprising 9,932 residential
flats and 238 commercial units, Town Centre with shophouses/offices and
1 market. For the past 5 years, 9,234 households (representing 93% of the
residential flats) have undergone or have been offered upgrading programmes
like IUP Plus, LUP and NRP. There have been numerous improvement
projects carried out, including the provision of inter-block linkways, drop-
off porches, barrier-free accessibility facilities, children's playgrounds, fitness
corners and many cyclical projects like repainting of blocks and rewiring.
2 new parks, Kampong Park @ Serangoon and Serangoon Sunshine Park
provided more space and greenery to residents. A new carpark with some 62
additional lots was also created at Serangoon Avenue 1. The Braddell Heights
private estate is also currently undergoing their Estate Upgrading
Programme(EUP).

The excellent transportation infrastructure in the form of the Serangoon MRT
station, 3 Circle Line stations in Bartley, Serangoon and Lorong Chuan and
also a bus interchange in the neighbourhood have provided residents in
Braddell Heights a high level of accessibility and convenience.

In the coming 5 years, we will complete the Lift Upgrading Programme to
remaining areas such as Blocks 401 to 427 Serangoon Central/ Avenue 1. In

addition, some precincts will have upgrading
programmes like NRP and HIP which will enhance

the estate further. The older facilities like children's
playground, fitness corners and residents' corners
will continue to be upgraded under the
Community Improvement Projects. Finally,
National Library Board is opening a library at
Nex to the delight of many
residents.

Geylang Serai has 56 HDB blocks with 5,809 residential flats, 312
commercial units and a market/food centre, located in Haig Road, Balam
and Joo Seng Estates. The upgraded Haig Road Market and Food Centre is
the only market/ food centre in Singapore with an Automated External
Defibrillator on site and a trained group of merchants.

In the last 5 years, Upgrading Programmes included the MUP, IUP, IUP Plus
and LUP. 100% of these residential  blocks have barrier free access (BFA).
There is also the first eco-friendly Rain Garden at Balam, multiple covered
linkways and walking passages within the HDB estates, as well as connecting
them to private estates, in alignment with the concept of “All Estates as One”.
New linear connectors have also been added, such as the one at Haig Road
vicinity. A total of 96 new street lamps have been added thus far to brighten
up dark areas and back lanes. More are in the pipeline.

The newly opened Paya Lebar and Tai Seng MRT stations, the completed
Bartley viaduct  and a new staggered traffic light BFA crossing will complement
the upgrading of Macpherson Gardens and Jalan Bunga Rampai estates. PUB
works to improve drainage have also been completed in the Sims Avenue and
Geylang areas.

In the next 5 years, the LUP will continue, together with improvements to
playgrounds, senior citizens and

study corners. The ABC water
works along the Geylang
River will give a new look
to the area, as will the new
Paya Lebar-Geylang
R e g i o n a l  H u b
developments.

Kaki Bukit has 114 HDB blocks comprising 15,847 residential flats,
505 commercial units and 3 neighbourhood centres with 2 market/food
centres.

For the past 5 years, 80% of residential flats have undergone upgrading
programmes such as MUP, LUP, IUP, HIP and NRP. 90% of the residential
blocks have been equipped with barrier-free accessibility facilities. Both
market/food centres have also been upgraded via HUP.

In the coming years, another 22 blocks of flats will enjoy the benefits of
LUP. Home Improvement Programmes will be rolled out in phases to the
remaining eligible blocks in the coming years.

Residents can expect connectivity between East Coast Park and Bedok
Reservoir Park, 2 major parks in the East, with the planned Outdoor Play
Corridor under the recently launched Remaking Our Heartland (ROH).
Residents can enjoy dedicated cycling and pedestrian path, with various
new recreational facilities and rest points along this Outdoor Play Corridor.
A Heritage Trail was also being proposed under the ROH, stretching
through Kaki Bukit estate. Residents can take a walk down memory lane
and trace the cultural, coastal and culinary traditions in East Coast.

Being a matured estate, facilities such as playgrounds, residents’
corners are constantly being upgraded under the Community
Improvement Projects scheme. Going forward, more covered

linkways will be constructed to enhance connectivity among
different precincts of

For the past 5 years, 90% of the residential flats have undergone or have
been selected for upgrading programmes such as IUP Plus, LUP and NRP.
 100% of the residential blocks have been equipped with barrier-free
accessibility facilities.  The private estates at Telok Kurau and Kembangan
(Jalan Senang NC) have also been upgraded under the Estate Upgrading
Programme (EUP).

The upgrading of the Joo Chiat Complex and the completion of the modern
Geylang Serai Market & Food Centre in 2009 brought about new shopping
experiences for everyone while preserving distinctive landmarks of the
Malay heritage.

There have been many improvement projects to provide residents with
facilities to enhance their living environment, including covered link-ways
from MRT and bus stops, playgrounds and fitness corners.

Mountbatten has 66 HDB blocks comprising 551 residential
flats, 420 commercial units and 3 markets/food centres.

For the past 5 years, Kallang Estate Food Centre and Old Airport
Road Food Centre have been upgraded with better facilities under the
HUP. All eligible residential blocks have been upgraded with lifts
serving every floor, equipped with barrier-free accessibility facilities.
The private estates at Tanjong Katong have also undergone the Estate
Upgrading Programme which brought about better facilities in the
vicinity.

The opening of 3 Circle Line Stations at Mountbatten Station, Dakota
Station and Stadium Station has brought about greater convenience
to the residents and linked residents to the North-East Line, East-
West Line and North-South Line.

For the past 5 years, most residential flats have undergone or have been
selected for upgrading programmes such as IUP, LUP, NRP and HIP.
100% of the residential blocks have been equipped with barrier-free
accessibility facilities. All the 4 market/food centres have been upgraded
under the HUP programme.

With the completion of Circle Line in 2010, 2 new MRT stations, namely:
MacPherson station and Paya Lebar Interchange station were added to
the transportation infrastructure in MacPherson estate. It has brought
about greater convenience for MacPherson residents to access other parts
of the island.

In the coming 5 years, more upgrading programmes such as LUP, HIP
and NRP will be implemented. Older facilities such as playgrounds, senior
citizens’ corners and study corners will be upgraded. Covered linkways

and elderly friendly facilities will also be built under the
Community Improvement Projects scheme, to cater

to the growing needs of the aging population in
MacPherson estate.
